o Defense Language Reading Proficiency Test (DLRPT) 
o Defense Language Aptitude Battery (DLAB) 
o Oral Proficiency Interview (OPI) 

 
4. What Are The Benefits of These Tests? 
 AFCT: Raise GT/Line Scores to Re-class MOS or Qualify for Officer Candidate School 
 SIFT: Qualify for Aviation School 
 DLPT/DLRPT/DLAB/OPI: Qualify for Foreign Language Billets and Proficiency Bonuses
